A solid and desirable red, centered on the fruit, perfect for
heavier and spicier meals. 13% vol.

5 CAPELLS COURT SHIRAZ - South Africa £18.45
Dense and concentrated with a potent core of current, black plums, nuts and juicy summer fruits stacked up, finishing with a sweeter, spicy
edge and soft but plush tannins.

11 SOLAGUEN CRIANZA DOCa RIOJA - Spain 26.85
Deep red in colour, intense aromas with slight complexity. Notes of vanilla, toast, fruits of the forest, licorice and cacao. The oak aging is
excellently integrated with soft touches of cinnamon. Great length with a touch of velvet and notes of honey. Intense and warm on the finish.

12 FINCA DECERO CABERNET SAUVIGNON - Argentina £26.85
A very elegant wine full of bright red fruit and cassis notes, with a touch of vanilla oak for complexity. 14.5% vol.
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
